Framework is bent to match the existing millwork whenever 

possible enhancing  your windowõs design; fit from brick to 

brick to protect your millwork from the elements as well as 

your stained glass.

Framework is bent to run along the existing millwork whenever possible to 

enhance the beauty of your window.  It is fitted to the size of your window 

from brick to brick also protecting your millwork from the elements.  



This is an example of what our custom framework looks like.  

Area cut out for a look inside.  

This area is actually what you will see 

from the exterior.  



Holes are drilled and counter sunk for attaching framework 

to the existing millwork.  



Weep holes are then installed into the framework so that there isnõt 

too much heat build up for the stained glass to withstand.  





The framework is then applied to the existing millwork 

with coated course thread screws.  



Weep holes are shown from a side view after the 

framework has been installed on to the existing millwork.
